Grade Center (spelt Center because the system was designed for US English):
Smart Views –

MyUni allows instructors to create multiple customisable views of the Grade Center to make managing grades and particularly grades for large classes easier. For example if course groups exist (See Using the Advanced Group Management tool to learn about creating groups) Smart Views can be easily created to only display grades applicable to each group. If each group is allocated a resource such as a sessional teaching staff (tutor) to manage it, Smart Views provide a quicker and easier way to segment and manage the grades of a large class.  Smart Views can also be set up for diagnostic purposes to view students that have similar performances, eg have a Smart View of students who scored an ‘A’ in a particular summative assessment task. Formulas can also be used to create Smart Views that filter both group and performance based information, eg show all ‘A’ students from Tute group 1.  This guide demonstrates how to use the Smart View tool to make using Grade Center easier. 
To create a Smart View first login to MyUni and access the course.

Options available to customise Smart View 

The following page outlines the many options available to customise a smart view. Section 1 has the standard name and description text fields. Section 2 shows the selection criteria options available to build the view. Section 3 has the standard submit or cancel buttons. See Figure 6.

Section 2 Selection Criteria has four main options to build a view. These are:

1. Group (select one or more groups)
2. Benchmark (Select users based on their performance)
3. Focus (Select individual users)
4. Investigate (Build a full query based on user attributes)


1. Group smart views.

To use the Group view option click the Group option then continue to the Select Criteria area. See Figure 7.

The User Criteria drop down box will display Group and the Condition dropdown box displays either Equal to or Not equal to depending on your preference. The Value list shows all the available groups in the course. If you don’t have any values in the list then your course has no groups created. You can create groups for the course using the Advanced Group Management Tool guide. If there are groups to choose from select the group/s you want to include (or exclude depending on what you set in the condition dropdown). Hold down Ctrl when clicking each group to select multiple groups.

The Filter Results area offers further control over what the view will show. The Columns to Display in Results dropdown list has the following choices :
· All Columns 
· None (show user information only)
· All columns which are shown to user
· All columns which are hidden from user
· Selected Columns Only
· Selected Categories Only
· Selected Grading Periods Only 
When any of the last three options are selected (Selected Columns Only, Selected Categories Only, Selected Grading Periods Only) an additional list of options are displayed. See Figure 8.

Note - grading periods and categories can be defined within Grade Center and used to filter a smart view.

2. Benchmark smart views.

Benchmark smart views allow the instructor to create a smart view of students based on defined performance indicators. The User Criteria drop down box lists the assessment items for the course and one can be selected for the view, see Figure 8.

The Condition drop down box offers the following choices:

· equal to

· greater than

· greater than or equal to

· less than

· less than or equal to

· between 

· status equals 

When the “between” or the “status equals” options are selected a second “Value” field is shown.

The “Value” field/s are text areas where numerical values are inputted to specify the benchmark score i.e. show all the students that scored 8 or better in the cake roster quiz. 
Note - It is important to remember the maximum score for an assessable grade center column because the smart view will not correct poorly inputted score ranges, i.e. if the view is set to show students who scored between 12 and 15 when the maximum score achievable for that column is 10.
The Filter Results area works identically to the “Group Smart View” description explained above.

3. Focus smart views.

Focus smart views allow the instructor to create a smart view with specified students and Grade Center columns. The Users drop down box lists the available students in the course and the choice to select all or individual students to populate the view, see Figure 10.

The Filter Results area works identically to the “Group Smart View” description explained above.

4. Investigative smart views
An investigative smart view allows instructors to combine both Group and Benchmark selection criteria to create a few.  This can make the view more specialised by selecting only certain groups of students as a source then filtering further based on benchmark scores. The Investigative view can become quite complicated so care needs to be taken to ensure that logical views are generated.

Step 7
 After deciding on the type of view you wish to use and which criteria to filter by click submit.

You will return to the Smart Views list and you can see the results of your smart view by clicking on the smart view you just created, See Figure 11.
